History of Emily Bronte

-loss of her mother in 1821

-They neither went to school, nor made friends, in the village. Their playgrounds were the open moors at the back of the house, and their own imaginations.

-we also know that she blended reality and fantasy with equal weight

-she had a violent temper

-Her poetry is profoundly religious, yet she turned her back on religious institutions. For Emily, religious fulfilment was to be found in the union of the individual spirit with the eternal spirits that she found in nature, and it was probably that conviction that informed her refusal of family help and medical assistance during her painful death from consumption.

-On 15 September 1821, Mrs Brontë died of cancer,

-Maria, was sent home in ill-health. Maria died at the Parsonage in May 1825, aged eleven. Ten-year-old Elizabeth was returned home shortly after, only to die at Haworth on 15 June

-Branwell, who had increasingly fallen back on alcohol and opium for solace, had been ailing all summer. Tuberculosis was gaining a rapid hold on his abused frame. He died suddenly on Sunday 24 September 1848,

-Emily was also dying from tuberculosis
